John Goddard Returns
To ES With New Films

John Goddard, famed lecturer, ad-
venturer, traveler, and explorer, will
return to El Segundo, Tuesday, Feb-
ruary 25, with a new adventure film.

In the past, Mr.
shown “Kayaks Down the Nile,” his
film on navigating the length of the
Nile river; “Our Ultrasonic Age,”
about jet flying; “Devil’s Highway,”

His travels and explorations have
taken him through 74 countries and
over 400,000 miles of land, sea, and
air. Because of his reputation as an
adventurer, he was chosen as guide
for a grand prize trip awarded to a
Seattle school teacher. She had com-
peted against 25,000 teachers in a

contest sponsored by the National

Education Association and the tele-
vision program, Bold Journey.

“"Mr. Goddard, who is also known
for conducting the first exploration

of the entire 2,700 mile Congo River,
is a' favorite at El Segundo for his
red beard; for Rodney, his tape-
worm; and for his candid remarks
about the school’s projector.

Judicial Review

In the student court of our school,
students have been tried for various
offenses. Some attention should be
given to this function of our govern-
ment, as many do not know how it
works or how serious it really is.
These are some of the defendants
who were brought to court and
either sentenced or found not guilty:

January 21, 1964: Judy Hart was
accused of excessive noise in the
halls. Her plea was “Not guilty.”
She was found guilty and sentenced
to and hour detention and fined
eight eagle points. Chris Drummond
was brought to court for tearing
down campaign posters.

Campus Control Com-
mission was created to take over
this task. In the short period of
operation so far it has proved to be
effective and should have a bene-
ficial effect on general deportment.

~ At the beginning of each semes-

ter’ every student has 40 Dpoints.
Whenever a student is brought
“to Student Court and convicted
he may lose Eagle points or
receive detention or other appropri-
ale punishment. When omy 20 of his
original 40 points are left, Student
Court may restrict a student from
such activities as it sees fit. When
only 10 points are left a student is
automatically suspended from all

The Diary of a Young

The Diary of a Young Girl by
Anne Frank is a remarkable kook.
It is written by a young girl and is
one of the wisest and most moving
commentaries on war that has ever
been written.

A Little Bit About Chile

Chile is a country of surprising
contrasts — both geographical and
human.

In the North is one of the driest
deserts of the world; in the South
more than a 100 inches of rainfall.
Perpetual snow in the Andes Moun-
tains, warm climate on its 2600
mile long coast. The widest part of
the country is 250 miles. Modern
industrial cities, seaside and ski re-
sorts contrast with the few Indian
huts.

The population is 98% white,
mainly Europeans, and a few Poly-
nesians from Eastern Islands. Chile
owns an immense surface in the
Anarctic.

Chile’s political stability and cul-
tural progress have only been in-
terrupted by the Civil War of 1891.
Social improvements and changes in
government had come with great
democracy and no violence.

The political stability and natural
beauties, have made Chile a country
very attractive to tourists, and to
every one who would go there.
