Judicial Review

Chief Justice Larry Brown dealt
out swift justice, on April 7, as the
entire court proceedings lasted
about three minutes, in which time
Justice Brown heard five defendants
plead “guilty” after the charges
were read, and then handed out the
sentences.

The cases in rapid succession
were: Loren Miner pleading guilty
to throwing food in the cafeteria
was fined 6 Eagle points and two
hours detention. Don Terrion who
pleaded guilty to throwing food off
the arcades lost 6 Eagle points and
was given one hour detention. Jack
Slusser after his plea of guilty re-
ceived four Eagle points and one
hour detention for drinking milk in
the halls.

The case that brought down the
judicial House, was Justice John
Lamar standing before his own
bench and pleading guilty on two
counts, illegally being in the halls,
four Eagle points and one hour de-

tention, and throwing wet paper
towels, six Eagle points and two
hours detention.
